INDEPENDENT REVIEW OF PUBLIC SECTOR PENSIONS

As a constituent, I am writing to you with regard to the recent Hymans Robertson Review into public sector pensions.  The change to public sector pensions discussed in this document is a matter of the greatest concern not only to all public sector workers and civil servants, but also to their families. 

You and your colleagues have benefited from improvements to pay and conditions negotiated by GOA/Prospect with the Civil Service Commission, but I note that the Tynwald members’ pension scheme has not been considered in this review.  This is totally inequitable, especially when considering that you and your colleagues will be making the decisions with regard to changes to public sector pensions. 
I also feel that as a citizen of the Isle of Man, my elected representative should support union efforts to safeguard essential public services for the people.  I believe that the pension proposals for the public sector present an unacceptable risk to such services, and I am asking you to pledge your support to safeguard the pension provision for existing members. 
Whilst it is generally accepted that changes to public sector pensions may be needed for the future, these changes must not be applied to members of existing schemes, who have been paying into their pension scheme in good faith throughout their working lives.  I therefore urge you to ensure that potential change for new entrants in the future is properly negotiated with the appropriate trade unions, after appropriate consultation and information provision.
